Saturate a clean cloth with 3M™ Surface Preparation System. 
Wipe the entire surface with 3M™ Surface Preparation System. 
Do not use a dirty cloth. Change cloth frequently. 
Dry off the cleaned surface with a soft cloth until the surface is completely clean and dry. 
Make sure solvents have evaporated prior to application. Trapped solvents may effect the adhesion of 
films or decals. 
In the area of rivets and seams, liquid retention can cause capillary action. Use a heat gun on rivets to dry out 
retained liquid.
